Youth Leadership Symposium

The Youth Leadership Symposium will provide opportunities for leadership development with Francophone and French Immersion students by bringing them together to plan a Project to explore strategies and methods to develop an appreciation of French language and culture among students and in their communities.

Their challenge will be to develop a Project Outline which their Francophone and Anglophone communities could utilize in order to work together to promote the use and understanding of the French language and culture in communities.  The main objectives of the CPF Youth Leadership Symposium is the improvement of relations between Anglophone and Francophone youth and the promotion of opportunities to learn and use French.

The Youth Symposium will develop friendships between Francophone and Anglophone students and teachers, while working to develop and present a Project Outline to promote the use of the French language and develop a further appreciation of French culture.  The goal is to develop a Project Outline which can be later implemented in their communities or school to further advance the recognition of the value and benefits of learning and speaking French within the vision of a bilingual New Brunswick.    

The Youth Leadership Symposium will be held on November 28th at Centre scolaire-communautaire Samuel de Champlain on 67 Ragged Point Road Saint-John, N.B.  A Jury appointed by Canadian Parents for French will judge the presentations according to the criteria provided by CPF.  The first place winner will be awarded $2,000 and the second winner will be awarded $1,000.  The prize will be given to the teacher and the students and they will decide how best to use it at their schools and classrooms.
