Tamwood International Camps has been operating an international summer 
camp in Whistler ski and summer resort since 1993. Whistler is a small vil-
lage with many amenities including a sports centre, lots of hiking and cycling 
trails, a mountain bike park, 4 fresh water lakes, a medical centre, shops, 
restaurants, a movie theatre, three golf courses, a tennis club, an adventure 
area, white water rafting operations, and an indoor swimming pool.  
 
Campers come from many countries including Canada, USA, Mexico, Ger-
many, France, Japan, Taiwan, Brazil, Korea, and Italy. 
 

French and Activity Camp (ages 10-14) 
Campers are assigned to a French classes according to their level and study 
French 4 days per week, 3 hours per day, and then do fun activities such as 
kayaking, rock climbing, and mountain biking with French speaking camp 
counselors. In the evenings they mix with campers in the other camp pro-
grams for fun social activities. 
 

Teen Adventure Camp (ages 13-17) 
Campers learn many outdoor skills, build their confidence and develop their 
leadership skills as they take lessons in such activities as kayaking, orien-
teering, rock climbing, and mountain biking. Campers also learn valuable 
camping and outdoor survival skills during their three-day hiking and camp-
ing trip in the mountains. 
 
Tennis and Golf Camps (ages 9-17) 
Tamwood is working with the Chateau Whistler Golf Club and the Whistler 
Racquets club for its golf and tennis camps. Tennis camp features intensive 
tennis lessons and tournament play for 4 days per week, 3 hours per day. In 
the golf camp there is instruction and play at three area courses, 5 days per 
week, minimum 3 hours per day. Both camps include other exciting adven-
ture activities, camping and sightseeing trips and social activities with other 
campers in the evenings and on weekends. 
 
Optional Activities 
In certain weeks campers have the option to pay for special activities includ-
ing ski/snowboarding on the glacier, horse back riding and white water raft-
ing. 
 

Teachers and Staff 
All of the staff working at the Tamwood summer camp programs have been 
carefully selected for their enthusiasm, skills, experience and maturity. The 
French teachers are all qualified and experienced teachers. The Tennis and 
Golf coaches are experienced professionals and the activity leaders are all 
first aid certified and qualified to teach the activities they lead.
