Instructions for Students

his/her signature. This application form must be
returned before March 19,2005.

If you are selected to participate in the program
and find that you are unable to attend, you must
notify your district FSL Supervisor so that a
replacement can be found. Deposit cheques will
not be returned to any student who does not cancel
prior to May 31,2005.

Instructions for FSL Supervisors

Upon receiving the forms, the FSL Supervisor
makes the selection for their individual school
district, the students should be notified by
supervisor as to the status of their application form
(acceptance or waiting list).

The FSL Supervisor is to forward all application
forms and deposit cheques for both students who
have been chosen to participate in the program and
also for students who are on the district waiting
list. The lists and application forms must be
forwarded to the Department of Education no later

The program has been designed to provide
students with a mixture of formal classroom
learning and a continuous timetable of group
activities, sports, music, games and excursions.
The students will be required to live in residence
for the duration of the program.

Funding

The Department of Education will fund the
program. Funding will cover the cost of tuition,
room and board in residence, excursions and
required instructional materials. Travel to and
from Moncton, the $50 deposit and spending
money will be the responsibility of the student.
