During the month of July 2008, the Minister returned to the consultation process and met with parents, teachers, citi-
zens, and education supervisors, with the purpose of gathering input and suggestions in order to revise the plan he had
released on March 14, 2008. These consultations were conducted by invitation from the Minister of Education. No open,
public consultations were held.

Be aretdisap- r e
pointed that Early French Immersion has not been re -instated. The new middle immersion program beginning at grade

three is an improvement to no French Immersion until grade six, but many parents are very unhappy their children will

receive no formal French instruction in Kindergarten, grade one or grade two. Parents worry this Lamrock educational
experiment will not achieve the required proficiency in French which our New Brunswick students need, based on aca-

demic research and test results which prove students who enter Early French Immersion in Kindergarten or grade one
achieve an overall higher French proficiency, than children in other FSL programs; and the fact Early French Immersion
serves the most academically diverse group of learning needs and causes the least academic streaming of all the French
immersion programs.

Revised FSL PROGRAM

After the parents took the Minister of Education Kelly Lamrock to court, the Minis-
ter reopened the consultation process and this is his revised FSL program which will
consist of the following elements:

e Universal K -2: all children will learn together and will be introduced to French culture and language through a
series of learning modules integrated into the curriculum (introduced to Grade 1 in January 2009 and to kinder-
garten and Grade 2 in the fall of 2009);

e Grade 3 immersion: a program beginning in Grade 3 in September 2009 and built on an early immersion
methodology with the majority of instruction in French;

e English Prime:  the non-immersion program for students in grades 3 through 5;
O Pre-Intensive French: a component of Grade 4 in the English Prime program in which students will have
150 minutes per week of French in blocks of 50 to 60 minutes;
¢ Intensive French: a component of Grade 5 in the English Prime program in which students will learn
French through a literacy-based approach for about 70 per cent of their day over half the school year; the
other half of the year will be conducted in English, with an accelerated curriculum and French instruc-
tion in concentrated blocks;

e Grade 6 immersion: a program beginning in Grade 6 and built on the late immersion methodology with the
majority of instruction in French;

e Prime with Post -Intensive French:  the non-immersion program for students in grades 6 through 10 in
which students take 200 minutes of French in two or three concentrated blocks each week in grades 6 through 8,
and students will take one course per year in grades 9 and 10;

e Blended High School:  the three programs (Grade 3 immersion, Grade 6 immersion and English Prime) will
conclude at the end of Grade 10 with an oral proficiency test in French; all students who score intermediate or
higher will be eligible to take FSL courses in any available subject in grades 11 and 12.Students who do not attain
intermediate proficiency at Grade 10 will have course options to improve their French and can be retested.
